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Here’s a common scenario. Single young adults head off to college and drop out of 
church for various reasons. They meet someone, get married and have their first 
child. The weighty responsibility of having a baby causes them to go back to church. 

They want their child to grow up to be a good person and taking the child to church is seen 
as a great way to help with this.

But there is also another scenario that is playing out more and more often. And that’s this—
parents opt out of church and look for other ways to teach their children various life lessons.

This is becoming more frequent. Worldwide, the total number of people who are nones 
(claim no religion), is increasing. The number of people who claim no religious affiliation is 
expected to rise from 1.17 billion to 1.20 billion by 2060.

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Though more and more people are 
claiming no religion, young couples are still 
drawn to church on behalf of their kids. Even 
in cases where the parents are nones, deep 
inside they feel an obligation to take their 
young children to church. Church is seen as 
a place that can help instil core teachings 
so their children can become productive 
members of society. 

But do kids really need to go to church? 
Does it really have a lasting effect on 
their lives? The answer is YES. A big YES. 
Besides the obvious spiritual benefits, 
attending church has great benefits for kids 
as they grow up:

•	 less drug, alcohol and tobacco use

•	 lower rates of depression and suicide

•	 better sleep quality

•	 greater hopefulness

•	 better life satisfaction.

But... there is a clause that parents must 
keep in mind. Though many children 
are attending church, it is inconsistent 
and sporadic. 

This means a big percentage of children 
who attend church, are only establishing 
a weak, shallow faith due to infrequent 
attendance. In other words, it’s hard to 
build a solid spiritual foundation in kids’ 
lives, when they are missing 50-75% of 
the lessons.

And yes, parents are the biggest influence 
in their child’s spiritual life. But a parent 
who is only bringing their child to church 
once or twice a month, is probably following 
that same pattern in discipling their child 
at home.

Speaking of parents, let’s dive a little 
deeper on that topic. For young parents, 
parenting can be hard and exhausting. The 
church becomes a place that can help them 
cope with this and get through the different 
phases of childhood. The church becomes 
a support network for them. 

That’s one reason why I believe you 
shouldn’t ‘require’ parents to serve in 
children’s ministry. For a young mum with 
a preschooler, the last place she needs to 
be on Sunday morning is in a classroom full 
of preschoolers. We must stop ‘guilting’ or 
‘requiring’ parents to serve in their child's 
environment at church. I’m not saying we 
shouldn’t encourage parents to serve. We 
should. And for many of them, serving in 
their child’s environment is a joy.

But notice I said ‘joy’. If it’s not a joy, then 
help them find somewhere else to serve 
that they can be passionate about. You want 
people serving in your children’s ministry 
to be called to that age group. You want 
volunteers in your children’s ministry who are 
excited about being there, not someone who 
is required to be there. Jury duty and school 
are the only places people are required to be 
and I don’t see many people jumping for joy 
when they have to participate.

I believe there are some big questions 
we must find answers to, if we are going to 
be effective in making disciples in the next 
generation as well as their parents.
Questions we must answer like...

How do we encourage families to attend 
church more consistently?

How do we help parents find places to 
serve that bring them joy?

How can we better equip parents in their 
role of discipling their children?  

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O ver the last year WindsorKids has been through an ongoing process of evaluation 
to ensure we are keeping up with the ever-increasing changes to the safety 
requirements of running a children’s ministry. One of the more significant changes 

we made was streamlining our entry and exit points on a Sunday morning. This meant that to 
enter the programme each week our children had to make their way down a long, empty and 
intimidating corridor of ministry offices. 

With 1 Corinthians 13:11a “When I was a child, I talked like a child, I thought like a child, 
I reasoned like a child,” in mind, we approached this empty corridor as an exciting blank 
canvas, an opportunity to creatively live out our core value of making our children and families 
feel welcomed. We wanted to create a sense of wonder and excitement on a Sunday morning. 
Due to the building being multi-purpose we couldn’t make permanent changes to the 
corridor so we started experimenting with décor that could easily be set up and taken down.

Maybe it’s because I am a pragmatist at heart, but I do love it when pragmatic 
solutions end up bringing kingdom results. This is what has happened for 
WindsorKids. In seeking to improve the entry point to their ministry space, they found 
that they had stumbled on a great way to encourage church attendance and create 
a sense of anticipation and excitement. Patsy Way shares their story.

Hallway Antics!
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Pinterest to the rescue! Each week we now 
transform our corridor into a maze, or giant 
hopscotch, an obstacle course, cover the 
floors with bubble wrap, create streamer 
curtains, fill the corridor with balloons, put 
up arrows, pump out the bubble machines 
or squirt the children with silly string. 
Each week the entry way is different and we 
love seeing the children’s excitement as they 
discover what is in store for them that week. 
We have also rostered parent volunteers on 
to stand at different points of the corridor 
to welcome the children, give them a high 
five and add a personal touch. We get our 
leaders and children invested in ‘the entry 
project’ by regularly asking them for ideas 
and then finding creative and budget-friendly 
ways of carrying these out.

The average attendance rate for our 
families in 2017 was 1-in-6 weeks. Six 
months into this new initiative we were at 

1-in-3 weeks. Whilst we recognize there are 
so many factors affecting church attendance, 
we love seeing our children speed into 
church and to their corridor and we love 
having children ask us what they missed 
the week before and what’s coming the 
next week.  

you would say? Would you easily have an answer, or would you need to ask for 
time to research one? It’s an important question but one that many CM pastors and

• Memorise Scripture5. Age appropriate service opportunities within the church.6. Positive peer relationships.7. Older role models—especially older children and teens. 8. Intergenerational relationships.

8 - 10 year old children need:1. A deepening understanding of God: know who God is; he 
loves and has a plan for us; he also loves the world and 
wants us to make a difference in the world.2. Opportunities to make a personal commitment to following Jesus.

3. To learn to: pray on their own, read the Bible, memorise Scripture, hear from God, develop daily faith 
rhythms, learn how to share their faith with others, learn how to show grace and love to those who have 
a different worldview.

4. Positive peer relationships and programmes that encourage this eg. ICONZ, IFG.5. Service opportunities, both within the church and in the 
local community.

6. Worship response times at CM—I can know God and he 
can speak to me.

7. Room to ask questions and express doubts in a safe place.8. Peak experiences, e.g. camps.9. To hear the faith stories of older believers.10. Older role models and intergenerational relationships.11. Help to transition between CM and youth ministry. 
1. Regular church attendance.2. Inspiring, competent and trained leaders/mentors.3. Family faith rituals.

4. To be present at the gathered worship service (for part or all, where appropriate) to share 

in and learn about the traditions, rhythms, rituals and celebrations of the faith community.

Celebration of faith and life-stage milestones.5. Strong peer relationships.

Common to

Families of preschoolers will have:1. Bedtime and mealtime faith rituals and rhythms.2. Peer relationships for encouragement and support,  e.g. mainly music, playgroup.3. Parents who model the showing of grace, so that children 
will later see how this reflects God’s grace to us.4. Parenting support and resourcing—at this stage parents 

are at their most receptive.5. Grandparent figures and intergenerational relationships 
from within the church community (ongoing through all 
age stages).

Families of 5 - 7 year olds will have:1. Modelled discipleship—parents will share with their 
children their faith stories and testimonies. Children need 
to observe their parents’ personal faith rituals.2. Family faith rituals and rhythms—continue with what is 

already being done and add family devotions.3. Beliefs that are reinforced: “In our family we…”4. The opportunity to take part in intergenerational home groups.
5. Strong peer relationships for encouragement and support.

Families of 5 - 8 year olds will have:1. Modelled discipleship—parents will continue to share with 
their children faith stories and testimonies.2. Family faith rituals—add discussion of life issues and worldviews.

3. The opportunity to take part in intergenerational home groups.
4. Family service opportunities—both within the church and 

the community.
5. Strong peer relationships, eg. through social events, 

home groups.
6. Beliefs that are reinforced: “In our family we….”

1. Faith rituals in the home2. Parenting resourcing and support - Take it Home sessions, social media, Toolbox, Spiritual 

parenting classes, Faith Box, @home resources etc.3. Regular church attendance4. Peer relationships for support and encouragement.5. Modelled discipleship.
6. Good relationships with CM leaders.

Churches will:
1. Welcome and accept children and noise—showing grace 

to families.
2. Celebrate the faith milestone of baby dedication.3. Have beliefs that are reinforced: “In our church we…”4. Have strong preschool Sunday ministry with consistent 

leaders and set routines. 5. Provide role models and mentoring relationships, e.g. grandparent figures.6. Provide programmes or events that encourage peer relationships and give opportunity for outreach to community families, e.g. mainly music, playgroups.

Churches will:
1. Resource parents and children as per above.2. Have strong Sunday programmes.3. Provide discipleship resources that can be used in the home.

4. Include children in Sunday services, wherever possible.5. Develop intergenerational lenses through which to view 
services and other church activities.6. Celebrate the life stage milestone of starting school.7. Have spaces where children of different ages can interact 

on Sundays outside of the CM, e.g. sport space where 
older and younger can play games together.

Churches will:
1. Celebrate faith and life stage milestones, e.g. graduating 

primary school, making a faith decision.2. Provide peak experiences, e.g. camps.3. Where possible, have weekday clubs and events that 
further discipleship.

4. Provide programmes that encourage peer relationships 
and give opportunity for outreach to community children, 
e.g. Bible in Schools, ICONZ, IFG.5. Have strong connections between children’s and youth 

ministries—an integrated strategy.6. Provide parents with teaching and information on the 
sacraments of communion and baptism.7. Include children in Sunday services, wherever possible.

1. Value ministry with children and families – well supported and resourced and given profile.

2. Provide resourcing for parents and children eg. discipleship, sacraments, parenting.
3. Have an intergenerational focus in all aspects of church life.
4. Celebrate faith and life stage milestones.5. Have a relational focus ie. more than Sunday morning.6. Have a strong discipleship focus and provide discipleship resourcing for the home.

7. Be outward focused – look for ways to engage community families and children.
8. Provide role models and mentors for both children and parents.
9. Ensure that church is a safe place, both spiritually and physically.

leaders don’t readily know how to answer. 
Yet knowing what faith formation looks like 
for children is as important as knowing what 
healthy eating looks like. So in the spirit of 
helpfulness and collaboration, we decided to 
provide our churches with some answers to 
this question.

We talked, and read, and researched, and 
talked some more, and have come up with 
a framework that we hope will be useful to 
you and your church. We’ve framed them 
around the things that are needed in order 
for children and their parents to flourish 
in faith. We also included some strategies 
for helping churches to flourish. All of this 
information has been incorporated in a 
user-friendly chart that is designed to go on 
the wall in your office or CM space. It’s in an 
easy to understand format that enables you 
to evaluate what you are doing, alongside 
knowing what next to do. 

We have broken the stages of faith 
development into three age brackets—
preschool, lower primary and upper primary. 
Each age bracket shows what is needed for 
the child, the family and the church. We’ve 
also included the areas that are common 
to all ages. Interestingly, regular church 
attendance came up as needed by all ages 
both for children and for families. 

These A2 sized charts are available for 
purchase through our resource website—

www.athomeandchurch.org.nz. We are also 
in the process of producing a small version 
that can be used by parents in the home. 

We encourage you to use these charts as 
discussion points for your team meetings 
as well as with other staff members. The 
section on the church would be great for 
a staff meeting.  

Our new resource 
website has products 
for both church ministry 

and families. The resources are separated 
into two sections—@church which caters 
for ministry and mission with children, and  
@home where there are resources designed for 
families to use in the home. We are continually 
adding to the product range so make sure that 
you check regularly to see the new items.  
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When I heard that Mark Griffiths 
was lecturing at the biannual 
Children’s Ministry block course, 

my registration was immediately completed 
and flights from Christchurch booked. 
I have had the privilege of hosting Mark in 
Christchurch several times over recent years 
for conferences and seminars and have 
heard him teach and inspire various groups 
of people, both younger and older. I was not 
going to miss out on hearing more!

The topics Mark covered were vast, 
ranging from research methodology, historical 
perspectives of children’s ministry and 
evangelism, to theology of children, and faith 
development theories. From ecclesiology and 
sociology all the way through to the why, how 
and what of creative programme planning and 
innovative storytelling. 

“Tell me and I forget. Teach me 
and I remember. Involve me and 

I learn.” — Benjamin Franklin

This quote from Benjamin Franklin sums up 
how Mark led us over the week. He is an 
empowering, humble leader who knows that 
God has given us all many gifts and talents, 
and he drew that out of each of us over the 
week. The cumulative knowledge, experience 
and passion in the room was exponential, and 
Mark drew on this as we all learned together.

I was particularly moved by a story Mark 
told of an old vicar whose eldership wanted 
him removed from office because he was 
‘not successful’. When asked to give a report 
on how many people he had brought to faith 
that year he said, “I have only led one little

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boy to Jesus.” That little boy was Robert 
Moffat, who years later gave a response call 
to a congregation asking, “Who will go?” 
A young David Livingstone stood up and 
boldly responded, “I will go!” Minister to the 
one. Peter preached, and thousands were 
saved, but the very next day he reached out 
to the one—the leper and he was healed. It 
is not about the spectacular, it is about the 
significant. When I leave this earth for my 
eternal home, I don’t want to be remembered 
for the flashing lights or the loud music or the 
best themes and props or elaborate crafts 
and activities—I want to be remembered for 
the ‘ones’. For those I listened to, spoke with, 
prayed with and loved.

Mark encouraged us to take a good look 
at ourselves. Luke 10:1-11 describes God 
sending harvesters into the harvest fields, 
“Go! Don’t take a purse or bag or sandal.” We 
spent some time contemplating what it looks 
like for us personally to travel lightly and to 

not bury ghosts of the past, but rather to let 
the Holy Spirit transform us so we can then 
minister from this holy place of transformation. 
We can have the best storytelling techniques, 
high tech media and great activities, but who 
we are speaks louder than all this. Children 
don’t care what you know until they know you 
care. They care about who you are not what 
you say.

Annette Osbourne, from Scripture Union NZ 
was a guest lecturer for one of the days. 
She is a virtuoso in Children and Families 
Ministry, especially in our NZ context. She 
captured me in her opening sentence when 
she asked, “Do you know the meaning of the 
word, aleatoric?” She went on to describe 
it as a musical term (often used in the jazz 
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genre), where the musicians have an idea 
where they want it to go, but parts of the 
music are left open to ‘chance’. Musicians 
weave together parts, to make a piece of 
music that couldn’t have been done alone—it 
needed the community to make something 
beautiful. She and Mark, both talked at 
various times throughout the week about 
the importance of family and community 
in inspiring a lasting faith in our children. 
I was challenged to consider how my faith 
community can up our game in empowering 
our parents, and how we can show the 
tamariki of our community that they belong, 
are important, and are cherished by us all.

Apart from the wonderful speakers and the 
incredible hosting by Karen Warner and her 
team, the other aspects of the week that 
I really enjoyed were the opportunities to 
reunite with old friends and establish new 
ones; the times of discussion on all kinds 
of topics at our group table; and networking 
with a different passionate Children and 
Families Minister each lunch time down at the 
local café! It was a week out of my normal 
routine and one that was extremely well 
spent. I thoroughly recommend taking the 
opportunity to undertake study and training—
you won’t regret it!  

All of us are part of a family of one 
sort or another. How do we make sense 
of family in today’s complex world? How do 
social and cultural changes influence our understanding 
of what families should be like, including marriage, gender roles, 
and parenting?

Through this course you’ll examine the family and family life in 
contemporary New Zealand from theological and sociological 
perspectives and be challenged to think through the implications of 
such perspectives and family trends in New Zealand for church life 
and ministry.
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R ealising that there was so much more 
to children’s ministry and children’s 
faith than just the hour programme 

on Sunday mornings propelled Bronwyn to 
take on a new challenge. Along with being a 
busy mum of four, she took up the position 
of Children and Family Pastor at Invercargill 
Baptist and started study at Carey. A friend 
had recommended the Reflective Field 
Education paper as a great place to start.

“I was hoping to achieve a wider 
understanding of children’s ministry and 
how we could ‘do’ ministry each week,” 
says Bronwyn. “What I gained was so much 
more… I came to see the holistic nature 
of children’s ministry; church, community, 
families and myself as a leader all being 
intertwined. It’s not just the delivery of 
a Sunday morning programme. It is more 
complex than that.” 

Bronwyn’s role is busy and rewarding, 
from overseeing and being involved with the 
Sunday morning programmes, Faith@Home 
workshops, social events, Grace meals and 
intergenerational/all age services. She has 
been hugely impacted by gaining a better 

understanding of the importance of building 
relationships with children. The readings and 
reflections she has done through the course 
have enabled her to grow and learn and this 
has in turn impacted her ministry. 

The Reflective Field Ed course is done by 
distance and enables Children and Family 
(C&F) leaders and pastors to connect. “It was 
fantastic getting to speak to other pastors 
and see C&F ministries in action at other 
churches. This course was a great way to 
start studying at Carey. The coordinator, 
Rachel Roche was there to bounce ideas 
off and offer guidance. I love working with 
children—I’m excited by what God can do 
not only in their lives, but also what He can 
do for the whole church through children. 
The study has helped me realise, and learn, 
and see, more and more what God desires 
for children and their families and the call 
He has placed on the church to nurture 
those relationships. I feel a real desire to see 
children as fully belonging to our church in all 
aspects, from worshipping and serving, right 
through to outreach—not simply as a separate 
church ministry.”

The family is the most powerful 

influence in the faith formation of 
children and teenagers. Parents 

are the first educators of their children and 
provide the foundation for spiritual life. The 
home, therefore, is the primary place where 
faith is nurtured.  

We know that parents want the best for 
their children, but parenting them can be 
a complex and often confusing task. This is 
where the church can partner with parents by 
walking alongside them. It’s about preparing 
children to face the realities of life and to 
eventually be able to handle them without 
parental guidance. In this challenging and 
fast paced world, churches need to provide 
families with support and empowerment.

So, how can we empower families to pass 
on a saving, transforming, life-changing 
relationship with Jesus to their children 
and to the next generation? A number of 
our churches have begun doing this by 
utilising the concepts in Mark Holmen’s book 
Take it Home. This book outlines sessions 
where parents and children are trained and 
encouraged together. These churches have 
found it a great way for the church and the 
home to partner together in the journey 
of discipleship. 

In conjunction with four of our churches, 
we have developed a resource that uses the 
Take it Home model and contextualises it 
for New Zealand churches. We’ve called this 
resource Faith@Home. The resource consists 
of a manual and online session outlines. 
The manual covers: what is a Faith@Home  
session; an overview of how to run the 
sessions; topic outlines and purpose; 
20 Faith@Home sessions; a template for 
changing them to fit your context; extra 
resources for the sessions.
